This school year has been an unusual school year to date. Getting the
buil ding ready on time with our construction and the opening of the school

year issues, this has been a trial of patience. Even our w eather has not cooperated with
us!
The H1NL1 flu has given many of us something to think about. Your help and cooper a-

tion with the joint efforts of CCSD15, Village of Palatine, and Cook County Department
of Public Health to implement the vaccina tion process was very much appreciated.

Due to the early fall weather conditions please make sure that your child is dressed a p-
propriately each day. Please keep in mind that as long as the temperature with the

wind -chill factor is O degrees or above stude  nts will be going out for part if not all of

their recess. Please remember to label your child’s gloves, hat, scarf, boots, etc. Our
Lost and Found is located in the back of the cafeteria and | am constantly amazed at

what I find there. Everything from sno w pants to winter jackets to boots (singles and

pairs) are turned in during the winter months.

As we enter the month of November we begin to take a look at where your child is ac a-
demically, socially, and emotionally and how he/she is progressing. Each of these fa c-
tors plays a crucial role in their chance for success. Many times | hear, “How is my child

doing, compared with the class or ano ther student?” “Where does my child fall in the
average of the class?” Every student is measured against the lllinois state sta ndards. It
is important to talk with your child’s teacher about the areas that your child is strong

in, the areas they are nota s strong in and even the specific skills they need to improve
upon.

Your child’s teacher can show you specifically where your child is performing and where
he/she should be performing, based on the first MAP assessment (grades 2 -6). Each
child has an ex pected (norm) growth target so that they finish the year with the growth
needed to stay at the level they came in at. If they were in the 95% in reading in Se p-
tember they should be in the 95% in April, even though they are expected to know and

apply more by the end of the year.

If your ¢ hild’s teacher told you that your child needs extra support in reading, you

might want to ask the teacher where in the concept o f reading they need to improve. It
could fall in a number of areas which might include comprehension, predicting, overall
progre ss, etc. Talk with your child’s teacher to find out the best way to help your child

be successful across the board.

SRP PARTNERS WITH PERFORMING ARTISTS TO
TEACH THE “ART” OF SCIENCE

If you listen closely, you can almost hear the wind blo w-
ing in the kindergarten and se  cond grade classrooms at
Paddock

Teaching artists from Metropolis Performing Arts Center

have been reinforcing weather concepts like barometric

pressure and stages of the water cycle through the use

of movement and imagination as they instruct alongside

Paddock teachers. In planning sessions, teachers were

asked to identify certain science or social science topics

which lent th emselves to this type of artistic exploration.

The artists join the teachers weekly and have led the

groups in activities such asthe e mbodiment of the four basic elements and experimen t-
ing what occurs when they come in contact with one another, writing weather haikus

with a partner and then acting those out, for ming weather circles where they recreate
sounds and seasons through their voices and the use of percussion instruments and

creating a human barometer that “explodes” when too much pressure is exerted on it.

The goal of this collaboration is to give tea chers more ideas and hands -on experience for
integrating performing arts into their curriculum and to allow the students to have a
unique opportunity to express themselves physically and to absorb concepts in less tr a-
ditional fashion with the hope of improved subject retention.

To further the impact of arts integration, music and art teach ers are also joining in and
finding ways to explore weather in the projects they’'ve designed. A weather themed m u-
sic day is planned for the kindergartners, while the second graders are going to create
and perform group compositions centered around a weather theme, telling stories
through music and using sounds to describe
weather terminology.

One second grade parent reported that, ata r e-
cent play date, “...kids were laughing, ac ting
out tornadoes and other weather distu rbances.”
The Paddock PTA, sponsor of this arts integr a-
tion program with Metropolis, is very pleased

that the partnership appears to be having the
desired effect. Topics that will be e  xplored by
other grade levels later in the year include

space, food chains and astronomy.

Notes from the October 14th Regular meeting

Transportation Update

In mid -September, the district made the decision to shorten th e distance children have
to walk to their bus stop in areas that do not have sidewalks. This change addressed the

largest category of parent concerns received by the transportation department. In add i-
tion, a review process has now been established so that bus drivers can suggest

changes to their route to make them safer and mo re efficient.

Proposed 2009 Tax Levy

Working with a CPI (consumer price index) of 0.1%, business officials anticipate recei V-
ing less than a 1% increase in revenues next year and therefore are proposing filing no

more than a 5% levy with Cook County. It was noted that property in Palatine Township

is currently being reassessed and is expected to decrease. However that will have no a f-
fect on the amount of money the district is entitled to receive from taxpayers. Rates will

be increased to offset the decreases in property values. That can be done because Di S-
trict 15 has not reached its tax cap in any of its funds.

Citizens Address the Board

Two Boy Scouts of America representatives asked the Board to reconsider their ele Cc-
tronic flyer policy and one citizen detailed her conversation with a transportation e m-
ployee when requesting a bus stop change.

Adoption of District Goals

Eight predetermined and ranked goals for the district were briefly discussed but not
clearly stated to those in attendance. Later in the agenda, a motion was made to a p-
prove the four goals that were supported by the Board majority. An amendment to the
motion to replace the goal of “Build a Stron g Administrative Team” with “Strengthening
the Curriculum” failed 4:3. The original motion passed 5:2.

Helping Your Preteen Cope With Feeling Left Out

As our kids get older their friends' opinions begin to mean more to them. This shift in
perspective can make feeling left out or being excluded by their peers a crushing e X-
perience. What can parents do to help guide their preteen through the emotional ups

and downs that are part of this phase of growing up? TweenParent.com has some
strategies for parents to guide their children through this tricky social phase.

Partner with you r tween's teacher and/or school counselor and inform them of the

situation. Find out if there are mitigating circumstances that you may not know about.
Then, brainstorm together to determine if there is some support or guidance the school

can provide.

Facilitate the nurturing of friendships in non -school settings.

Suggest pursuing extracurricular activities to take the pressure a way from friend time
and build confidence (by learning a new skill or sport).

Encourage alone time to convey the value of socia | independence —"be your own best
friend" is a good message.

Plan a parent/child activity. Doing so will make your child feel sp ecial and take his/
her mind off the social challenges.

Involve yourself and your child in a charitable endeavor. Placing the fo cus on helping

others can have the 'silver lining' of taking the spotlight off ourselves (even if it's for a

short time!).

Talk with your friends (fellow parents) to brainstorm their suggestions.

The good news is that fitting in is a fairly common issue f or middle school kids and one
that we're all familiar with (at every age). As parents, one of the challenges we face is
understanding that we can't fix everything for our children (in fact, if we were even able

to, we'd be sending the message to o ur children that we don't think they're capable —a
whole new issue). But, we can be prepared to help our children cope as they wo rk
things out for themselves. And, yes, maybe we can work a little magic behind the

scenes!
